TŶ NEWYDD 

Tŷ Newydd is set in exquisite wooded surroundings, looking out over Cardigan Bay, between the hills of Eifionydd and the sea with the mountains of Wales ranged around the horizon.  The lawned, walled, gardens slope down to the south and the micro climate here is mild and sunny.  

The surrounding area has an abundance of public footpaths and there are lovely walks starting right from the front door of Tŷ Newydd – through the woods on the banks of the River Dwyfor; down to the estuary and along the cliff path to Cricieth and the famous Lôn Goed (Wooded Avenue that stretches approximately 7 miles) that Welsh poet 

R. Williams Parry enthused about is only minutes away by car.  There are also numerous places of historical/architectural interest to visit – Cricieth, Caernarfon and Harlech Castles, Ffynnon Cybi (St. Cybi’s Well), Portmeirion Village, Tre’r Ceiri (Bronze Age Hill Fort) to name but a few and there a number of art galleries. 

Tŷ Newydd dates in part from the 16th and 17th centuries and was the last home of the former prime minister, David Lloyd George.  The house and grounds were playfully re-styled by Sir Clough Williams-Ellis in the 1940s and a major renovation programme was completed in 2006. 

The main house at Tŷ Newydd comprises of:-

Ground Floor

Computer Room equipped with 8 lap-tops which use, have internet access and are networked to 2 printers

Tŷ Newydd main office

Payphone

Lower Ground Floor

Spacious dining room which seats up to 20 people comfortably around 3 large oak tables.  

Gas fired wood burner.  Doors leading out to 2nd level of the conservatory, covered sitting area in the back garden.

Large kitchen with Rayburn and gas ovens, double sink and fully equipped with pots, pans, crockery and cutlery with pantry leading off with large upright fridge and chest freezer.

Single bedroom.

Bathroom with shower above bath, washbasin, toilet and heated towel rail

W.C. for the disabled

Boiler room

Upper ground floor

Library/lounge which will comfortably take 20 people – leading out to top level of conservatory where there is a further seating area.

Small workroom with 2 lap-tops and printer.

W.C.

First Floor

2 ensuite family rooms with twin “splitter beds” – will take 2/4 people.  Ensuite facilities consist of walk-in shower cubicles, washbasin and W.C.

Upper 1st Floor

Single ensuite bedroom – small and very cosy with oak beams.  Ensuite - washbasin and W.C.

Linen cupboard

Top Floor/2nd Floor

2 very spacious ensuite family rooms with twin “splitter beds” – will take 2/4 people.  Ensuite facilities consist of walk-in shower cubicles, washbasin and W.C.

The recent repairs and renovations to Tŷ Newydd included an extension on the western gable end in the form of a 4-level conservatory which houses a lift giving access to all the main rooms in the house for wheelchair users and those with limited mobility.  

Hafodty – Annexe Block

Hafodty, the annexe block, situated approximately 50 yards from the main house consists of 7 bedrooms:-

Bedroom 1 – spacious and suitable for wheelchair users and those with limited mobility with specially adapted wet room next door with shower, washbasin and W.C.  This bedroom has a “splitter” bed and will sleep 1/2 persons.

Bedroom 2 – spacious ensuite room with a double bed facing a south-facing window looking out to sea.  There is a small working/study space on a higher level.  Ensuite facilities consist of shower over bath, washbasin and W.C.

Bedroom 3 -  spacious ensuite room with a “splitter” bed to sleep 1/2 persons.  There is a small working/study space on a higher level.  Ensuite facilities consist of shower, washbasin and W.C.  Double patio doors lead out to a covered veranda.

Bedroom 4 – Twin bedded ensuite with separate work/study area.  Ensuite consists of shower, washbasin and W.C.

Bedroom 5 - Single ensuite with shower, washbasin and W.C.

Bedroom 6 – Single 

Bedroom 7 – Double with double bed.

Please note that bedrooms 6 and 7 do not have ensuite facilities but are next to a bathroom with shower over bath, washbasin and W.C.
